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MESSAGE FROM RABBI

Our Ritual Committee has spent a lot of time this year talking about our Shabbat Services and trying to
make communal worship part of our weekly lives. In hopes of making Services more user friendly, one of
the changes that the Committee would like to make is to discontinue the current 6 p.m./8 p.m. pattern of
Friday Evening starting times. The first Friday of every month will remain an early, family friendly
service followed by a pot luck dinner. All other Friday Shabbat Services will begin at 7 p.m. On those
rare Fridays when something unusual requires a special starting time, the congregation will be informed,
both by bulletin and in the weekly email/snail mail update.

In addition, the Committee is contemplating moving Saturday Shabbat Morning Services and Torah Study
to 9 a.m. This earlier start time would enable people to come to synagogue and fulfill the mitzvah of
worship/study before noon, freeing up more of Shabbat afternoon. If you have opinions about these
changes, the Committee would like to hear them. Please fell free to email the TAY office
(templeadathy@comcast.net) and your comments will be forwarded to the Committee.

The Ritual Committee as well as the Rabbi are also concerned that on a number of Shabbat mornings, we
have failed to muster a minyan. This makes it difficult for someone who is saying Kaddish. As a result,
we would like to try an experiment --- in April, May, and June, on those Shabbatot when we do not have a
Bar or Bat Mitzvah, if you are planning to attend Worship or Torah Study, would you please let the office
know by Friday at noon? This way we can make some calls and try to fill in if it looks like there will not
be 10 adults present on Shabbat Morning. Even if the Saturday morning is a scheduled Torah Study
Group, we can and do say Kaddish as part of our class when someone lets us know that they are there for
that purpose. You are of course welcome to come whether you have called or not --- we simply want to
try and better serve some of our friends and neighbors who have specific religious needs.

In order to support our fellow congregants in this way, we will also need a “Shabbat minyan call list,” of
people who can be contacted on Friday afternoon and who are usually available on Shabbat morning.
Please let me know if you would be willing to be called. (rabbidavidsontay@comcast.net)

I hope everyone has a sweet Passover, and that this Season of our People’s Freedom energizes and uplifts
us all.

Congratulations to Sarah Noyovitz on winning the Sam Sugerman essay
contest. The following is her winning essay:

A story is told about a boy walking on the beach at low tide throwing starfish back into the ocean. When
asked why he would waste his time, since there were hundreds of starfish and he wasn’t making any difference, the
boy responded by picking up a starfish, throwing it into the water, and saying, “I made a difference to that one.”

Commitment is the nourishment for initiative and determination—the intention to make one’s best effort in
the pursuit of a goal, however impossible it seems. One of my favorite quotes, a cliché of Judaism, is from Rabbi
Tarphon in Pirkei Avot: “Lo alecha hamlacha ligmor, v’lo atah ben chorin l’hibatel mimena,” which means, “It is
not upon you to complete the work, but you are not free to abstain from it.” My goal is shleimut olam, perfection of
the world; my commitment is tikkun olam, reparation of the world. I may not achieve world perfection, but I can
make small positive differences.

In high school, I joined the Meitav Fellowship, which gave me supplementary Jewish learning sessions and
many opportunities for social action. I went to California one summer for the Bay Area Mitzvah Corps, in which I
spent time at a Jewish nursing home, as well as the Salvation Army in its Meals on Wheels program and day camp,
among other larger, group-oriented activities like working at the local food bank. I attended EIE where I had
weekly Mitzvah projects, such as Project Leket (gleaning crops for impoverished families) and visiting children at
Hadassah Hospital. I attended Kutz Camp twice, and participated in their Kesher Mitzvah Corps as a mentor for
Jewish teens with autism. Also at Congregation Betenu, when my family belonged there, I worked as a mentor and
tutor for two of the students with special needs. I was also a teacher’s aide and substitute in the Hebrew school, and
I songled for Shabbat services.

Presently, I am an active member of my college’s Hillel and have joined a Gemara learning group. In the
Baltimore community, I have volunteered in the inner city elementary school. At the beginning of the year, I helped
sort the old textbooks. For the second semester, I went once a week to read and write one on one with a first-grader.
Not only did I help him write a story to read aloud to all the participants in the program, but I also had the pleasure
to instill good values in him while fostering a friendship that I know has affected him positively.

I am looking forward to more social action and work in the Jewish community, and have already pursued a
possible internship in congregational schools in Baltimore. I don’t know if I will remain a teacher and counselor at
the JFNH preschool, where many of the children are part of the TAY family, for the rest of my life, or find myself
in rabbinical school, but I am intrinsically dedicated to Judaism no matter what the future holds.

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NFTY National Convention

NFTY (North American Federation of Temple Youth) National Convention: 1,200 Reform Jewish teenagers
from all corners of the United States and Canada coming together to work, pray, and learn together in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. This past February 16th-20th. I joined over 65 teenagers from NFTY’s Northeast
region (Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, Rhode Island, Connecticut, parts of New York, and Montreal,
Canada) to participate in the biannual leadership conference.

Between attending plenary sessions and workshops, teenagers toured parts of Philadelphia, visited with
friends from other regions of the country, reconnected with friends from Jewish summer camps and
exchange programs, and heard influential speakers, including Scott Wolff of Party of Five and Everwood,
founder of the Chier Foundation. Teens attended workshops on a variety of subjects, including
environmental health issues, human trafficking, and staying Jewish on a college campus. We prayed
both as a group of 1,200 and in smaller, focused services. These focused services provided options, such
as an all-Hebrew service, yoga and relaxation service, or a Jewish history service. The NFTY National
Convention provided numerous leadership opportunities for all who were involved.
